BUSHFIRE GRANTS 
Last year Karen Twomey and I applied for two grants 
through the Department of Education Bush Fire Fund.  
We were very fortunate to be successful in both of our 
submissions.  The first is for training for a new program 
to support the teaching and learning of numeracy.  
Four staff members will be attending a course at 
Monash University to assist students, Getting Ready in 
Numeracy (GRIN).  The cost of the course is 

approximately $3,500 and is fully subsidised.  The 
school covers the cost of relief teachers. 
We were also successful in our application to cover the 
cost of Steve Schulz for our drumming performance at 
the Boolarra Folk Festival.  This was through 
Community Grants, Department of Education.

Last year the students and staff spent time reviewing 
and understanding our school values.  This year we 
have developed a document that outlines the 
expectations and our responsibilities based on these 
values.  Through exploring and the explicit teaching of 
our values, we aim to develop a common 
understanding.

Previewing Learning 
Grade F/1W – The Foundation and One students this 
week are continuing to focus on establishing good 
routines at school.  The students are continuing to 
learn and consolidate classroom routines such as 
storing books in locker tubs, sharing and listening to 
others and keeping their bag and belongings tidy.  The 
Grade One students have their take home books this 
week and will be getting back into the routine of 
reading each night at home.  Remember to record this 
in the take home diary and return books to school 
each day.
